From the Assistant Principal

I welcome you back for the 2010-2011 school year.  The school district and Orland High School staff has been working very hard to make this school year a great success.  We here at OHS strive for “continuous improvement” in every aspect of our school and are committed to this principle. I invite you to our school to participate in all that we offer.  Your support and attendance at OHS activities is welcome greatly appreciated. 

Each summer our student policies, “The Blue Book”, are updated and modified.  We have again made some changes to this book and special things to note are: Tardies, Electronic devices, off campus lunch privileges and kick outs from class.
Getting to class on time is an important expectation of all our students.  Coming to class late disrupts the teacher’s instruction and often puts your student at a disadvantage because they are missing the beginning portion of class. Please talk to your children about the importance of punctuality to class. Here is the new tardy policy:

1. Upon a student’s 4th tardy per class, (and all subsequent tardies for the duration of each semester) students shall be assigned one hour of detention or work detail.  Further tardies may result in credit loss, detention, Saturday School or a referral to the district AIP board or other disciplinary consequences. 

2. Two tardies will count as one “unexcused” absence, which will count toward credit loss. 

CONSEQUENCES FOR EXCESSIVE TARDIES
· 10 Tardies- Loss of open campus lunch privilege for 5 days. 

· 12 Tardies- Lunch Lockdown for 5 days.

· 14 Tardies- Lunch Lockdown for 10 days.

· 16 Tardies- Lunch Lockdown for 20 days and miss the next extracurricular activity.

· 18 Tardies- Lunch Lockdown for 30 days and loss of open campus lunch for the remainder of school year

· 20 Tardies- student will receive appropriate disciplinary measures (administrative discretion) which may include being suspended for willful defiance.

Electronic devices such as I Pods and cell phones are also a big distraction at school.  Most students have these items at school and we support that. The problem begins when these items become a distraction in the classroom and they disrupt the learning environment.  These items are only to be used outside class time. Here are the policies related to electronic devices:

Unauthorized Electronic Device use during class time will result in the following consequences:

· 1st offense – Device confiscated and cannot be picked up until after school. 1 hr. detention issued.

· 2nd offense – Device confiscated and can only be picked up by parent or guardian, 2 hr. detention issued 

· 3rd offense – Device confiscated and can only be picked up by parent or guardian.  2 hr. detention issued & student is placed on lunch lockdown for 10 days.

· 4th offense - student will receive appropriate disciplinary consequences for willful defiance, including suspension.

Probably the most appreciated privilege at OHS is the freedom to go off campus for lunch.  Students must understand that this is a privilege and in order to keep it they must be in good standing with attendance, behavior and grades.  Administration has been taking away this privilege as an alternative to detentions and suspensions. Parents may also revoke this privilege if they wish.  Please notify the office if you wish to do this. 
OFF CAMPUS LUNCH PRIVILEGE
With written parent permission and school approval, a student may leave campus for lunch.  If students misbehave in any way while off campus during lunch, this privilege may be revoked. Students who return late or have unexcused absences after lunch may have their open campus privilege revoked.  Students who demonstrate an inability to act responsibly when unsupervised, or violate other school rules, either on or off campus, may have the privilege revoked.  Common examples that lead to temporary or permanent loss of open campus privilege include, but are not limited to: after lunch tardies/cuts, poor attendance, excessive speed or reckless driving, littering while off campus or being placed on the Hold List. Students may also lose off campus lunch privileges for poor grades or being ineligible.
Teachers have the right to remove a student from their class if they are disrupting the learning environment.  Here are the new policies related to students getting kicked out:

The following consequences will occur when students are kicked out of class:

· 1st offense–Student will receive 1 hour of detention from administration.

· 2nd offense–Student will lose their off campus lunch privilege for 5 days and 1 hour of detention.

· 3rd offense–Student will be placed on lunch lockdown for 5 days. 

· 4th offense-Student will be placed on lunch lockdown for 10 days. 

· 5th offense-Student will be placed on lunch lockdown for 20 days and will lose the privilege of participating in the next extracurricular activity.

· 6th & more offenses-Student will receive appropriate disciplinary consequences (administrative discretion) which may include but not limited to suspension and/or transfer to alternative campus.

Another common violation, which pertains mostly to our female students, is “short” shorts. School is an academic institution and appropriate dress is expected of our students: Please remind your student of appropriate dress at school.

Shorts/Skirts/Dresses

1. Shorts, skirts and dresses with slits may be worn but must be of reasonable length that shall be defined as no shorter than the fingers when the arm of the student is held straight down. On dresses with slits, the top of the slits must also conform to the length rule.

2. Shorts and/or pants must be not so tight or loose as to create a distraction (as determined by teacher and/or staff and administration.)

California High School Exit Examination 2010–11

Notice to Parents, Guardians, and Students


All California public school students, except eligible students with disabilities (see Students with Disabilities section), are required by state law to satisfy the California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE) requirement, as well as all other state and local graduation requirements, to receive a high school diploma. All students who must meet the CAHSEE requirement, including English learners, will take the examination for the first time in grade ten. Students who do not pass the examination in grade ten will have additional opportunities in grades eleven and twelve to retake the part(s) not passed. More information about CAHSEE testing guidelines can be found on the CDE CAHSEE Administrative Documents Web page at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ta/tg/hs/admin.asp. Students with disabilities who are eligible for the exemption are required, in grade ten only, to take the CAHSEE to meet state and federal requirements, but not as a condition of graduation.

Subjects Covered on the CAHSEE 

The examination consists of two parts: (1) English–language arts (reading and writing) and (2) mathematics. All questions are aligned to California’s content standards adopted by the State Board of Education (SBE). Content standards describe what students should know and be able to do at each grade level from kindergarten through grade twelve. Your school district can provide you with information on the content standards assessed by the CAHSEE, or you can download the CAHSEE test blueprints located on the California Department of Education (CDE) CAHSEE Program Resources Web page at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ta/tg/hs/resources.asp.

Requirements for Passing the CAHSEE

Students must earn a score of 350 or higher on each part of the CAHSEE (English–language arts and mathematics) to pass the examination. Students do not need to pass both parts of the examination during the same test administration to satisfy the CAHSEE requirement.

Students with Disabilities

[image: image3.wmf]Eligible students with disabilities are exempt from the requirement to pass the CAHSEE as a condition of graduation from high school (California Education Code [EC] Section 60852.3). An eligible student, as defined in the law, is a student with an individualized education program (IEP) or Section 504 plan that indicates that the student has satisfied or will satisfy all other state and local requirements to receive a high school diploma on or after July 1, 2009. Eligible students with disabilities are required, in grade ten only, to take the CAHSEE to meet state and federal requirements, but not as a condition of graduation. The CAHSEE regulations specify accommodations and modifications that students with disabilities must be permitted to use if specified in the student’s IEP or Section 504 plan for use on the CAHSEE, standardized testing, or for use during classroom instruction and assessments. Students who use an accommodation and earn a score of 350 or higher have passed that part of the CAHSEE. Students who use a modification and earn the equivalent of a passing score on one or both parts of the CAHSEE have not passed. Eligible students with disabilities, who wish to meet the CAHSEE requirement by passing the examination and have earned the equivalent of a passing score while taking the CAHSEE with a modification, may choose to apply for a local waiver of the CAHSEE requirement from their local school board. (Although the local waiver option is still in effect, the exemption under EC Section 60852.3 eliminates the need for the local waiver for students who are eligible for the exemption.)

Test Variations for Students who are English Learners

Students who are English learners must be permitted to take the CAHSEE with certain test variations if used regularly in the classroom. For example, if regularly used in the classroom, English learners must be permitted to hear the test directions in their primary language or use a translation glossary. 

Students who are English learners are required to take the CAHSEE in grade ten with all other grade ten students. During their first 24 months in a California school, English learners are to receive 6 months of instruction in reading, writing, and comprehension in English (EC Section 60852). During this time, they are still required to take the CAHSEE. All students must pass the CAHSEE in English to receive their high school diploma.

Testing Dates

The CAHSEE will be administered at the school site during regular school hours on the dates specified in the chart on below. Students in grade ten must take the CAHSEE during the March 2011 test administration. For grade ten students who are absent, a make-up administration will be offered May. Grade eleven and twelve students who have not passed one or both parts of the CAHSEE will be offered the examination on the dates listed in the chart below.

California High School Proficiency Exam (CHSPE)

2010–11

What is the CHSPE?

The California High School Proficiency Examination (CHSPE) is a voluntary test that assesses proficiency in basic reading, writing, and mathematics skills taught in public schools. Eligible persons who pass both parts of the CHSPE are awarded a Certificate of Proficiency by the State Board of Education. The test is given in English only.

Who is eligible to take the CHSPE?

You may take the CHSPE only if on the test date, you:

· are at least 16 years old, or

· have been enrolled in the tenth grade for one academic year or longer, or

· will complete one academic year of enrollment in the tenth grade at the end of the     semester during which the next regular administration will be conducted. (Regular administrations are the fall and spring administrations each school year.)

There is at least one test administration center in most California counties; some counties have more than one test administration center. A list of the counties and test centers may be found on the Internet at http://www.chspe.net or in the CHSPE Information Bulletin also available on this Web site. 

Certificate of Proficiency:California law requires that the Certificate of Proficiency be equivalent to a high school diploma. Institutions that are subject to California law and that require a high school diploma also must accept a Certificate of Proficiency. A student who receives a Certificate of Proficiency may, with verified parental approval, leave high school early. The Certificate of Proficiency, however, is not equivalent to completing all course work required for regular graduation from high school. Speak to your school counselor to understand the benefits of the Certificate of Proficiency. If you are planning to continue your studies in a college or university, contact the admissions office so that you may understand its requirements and whether or not the CHSPE certificate will be accepted.

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How long will the exemption last?


EC Section 60852.3 states that this exemption shall last until the California State Board of Education (SBE) makes a determination that alternative means are not feasible or that alternative means are implemented. On July 14, 2010, the SBE determined that alternative means to the CAHSEE for eligible students with disabilities are feasible and requested that the implementation date for alternative means be extended from January 1, 2011 to July 1, 2012. The exemption from meeting the CAHSEE requirement remains in place until alternative means are implemented.
